
RACC Meeting Minutes No. 270   (March 31, 2010) 
 
 
1.  Purpose: A regularly scheduled meeting of the RACC was held from 2:00 p.m. to 3:00 p.m. 
EST in Room 3246 on Wednesday, March 31, 2010, to discuss and address national and regional 
AWIPS issues, problems and concerns.

3.  Discussion Items: The following topics were discussed/briefed at the meeting: 
 
a.  Status of Upcoming AWIPS Software Releases:   
 
  OB9.2.3:  This special release was fully deployed last week at all operational sites.  
 
  OB9.2.4:  There are three important GFE DRs fixed in this release.  We are in the second week 
of Software Integration and Testing (SWIT) and will move into the beta test phase on April 6 at 
Eastern Region Headquarters (VUY).   The other beta sites lined up are CHS, MFL, and HGX.  
Deployment is projected to start May 5 at tropical sites and all other sites on May 20. 
 
  OB9.2.5:  This is a special release that will fix DR 20981:SCAN – Cannot display storm cells, 
and DR21078:HydroGen forecast data posting time not updated.    The code that was causing 
these issues have been identified and developers are analyzing the solution.  SWIT testing will 
begin only when we are comfortable with the beta testing of OB9.2.4.  Deployment is projected 
to start on May 24. 
 
Also, GOES 13 is scheduled to replace GOES 12 as the GOES East satellite on April 14.  GOES 
13 will drift into its final location (75 degrees west longitude) by April 26.  Since the affected 
NDM file contains the final location information for GOES 13, the Fog Monitor fog detection 
code will not correctly identify fog in the GOES East visible imagery between activation on 
April 14 and final position on April 26. 
 
 
b.  Severe Weather Checklist:  Wayne Martin is currently working on updating the checklist for 
some minor changes.  He plans to be finished in a day or two and will post it on the web site by 
COB this Friday, April 2.  Wayne will alert the regional focal points via e-mail once the updated 
checklist is posted. 
 
 
c.  Focal Point/Participants Reports, Problems and Concerns: 
 



 Alaska Region:  Concerning the terminal server replacement on our headquarters system, we are 
doing the first side of the xyplex and have scheduled the LDAD side for next Monday, April 5.  
We will continue to install DR8 on the SCAT. 
 
 Central Region:  nothing significant to report. 
 
 Pacific Region:  We had bandwidth concerns on the CPSBN out to sites HFO, GUM and our 
regional headquarters system.  This has been addressed by the NCF who looked at some filtering 
on the SBN and we should see results on improving the bandwidth.  We installed last week the 
new LXs on our headquarters system and so did site HFO. 
 
 GSD:  nothing significant to report. 
 
 NWSTC:  nothing significant to report. 
 
 Warning Decision Training Branch:  The WES 9.2 came out on March 15 and we are dealing 
with general support for it and assisting sites with installing the software.  Darrel asked how 
many more releases were in the pipeline after OB9.2.5?  Chris Marshall replied that we may go 
up to OB9.2.12 but there is absolutely no talk of any OB10 release. 
 
 NRC:  nothing significant to report. 
 
 NCEP:  nothing significant to report. 
 
  Kevin Woodworth:  The fact that there are few more software releases in the pipeline is a direct 
result of discussions with Raytheon on a plan to resolve the remaining DRs that are backlogged 
since the New Year.  We should resolve the bulk of them by late August or early September.
